Persecution in the early Church - Saul the Pharisee   

The first martyr (witness) for the faith - Stephen      

Due to the persecution the people scattered 

 Acts 8:1 “And they were all scattered”              

As they scattered they were preaching…          

 Acts 8:4 Those who had been scattered 

 preached the word wherever they went 

JESUS gave His disciples two commands           

Command #1: ___________ Matthew 28:19a      

Command #2: ___________  Luke 24:49 

“I am going to send you what my Father has           

promised; but stay in the city until you have been 

clothed with power from on high.” 

They obeyed the second command and stayed       

They stayed and _________________ (Acts 1:14a) 

Then the until happened...Acts 2:1-4 When the day of 

Pentecost came, they were all together in one place.  

Suddenly a sound like the blowing of a violent wind 

came from heaven and filled the whole house where 

they were sitting.  They saw what seemed to be 

tongues of fire that separated and came to rest on 

each of them.  All of them were filled with the Holy 

Spirit and began to speak in other tongues as the 

Spirit enabled them.   

NOW - those who STAYED and PRAYED were suppose 

to now ______ 

 “...stay in Jerusalem until you have been 

 clothes with power from on high” 

Why? Because Jesus’ last words to them before        

ascending into heaven were…. Acts 1:8 “But you will 

receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; 

and then you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and 

in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the 

earth.” 

They had stayed and prayed - now they were to go 

and be __________________ 

 Witness is from Greek meaning  MARTYR 

Luke 11:11-13 "If a son asks for bread from any   

father among you, will he give him a stone? Or if he 

asks for a fish, will he give him a serpent instead of a 

fish?  "Or if he asks for an egg, will he offer him a 

scorpion?  "If you then, being evil, know how to give 

good gifts to your children, how much more will 

your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those 

who ask Him!"   

There is no need to wait… it is available now           

because the Holy Spirit was sent on the Day of        

Pentecost when the Church of Jesus Christ came 

into being (Acts 2:1-4)

Then Peter and John placed 

their hands on them, and they received the Holy 

Spirit.” (Acts 8:15b-17)

Acts 8:4-17 Those who had been scattered preached 

the word wherever they went.  Philip went down to a 

city in Samaria and proclaimed the Christ there.  

When the crowds heard Philip and saw the            

miraculous signs he did, they all paid close attention 

to what he said.  With shrieks, evil spirits came out 

of many, and many paralytics and cripples were 

healed.  So there was great joy in that city.  Now for 

some time a man named Simon had practiced        

sorcery in the city and amazed all the people of 

Samaria. He boasted that he was someone great, and 

all the    people, both high and low, gave him their 

attention and exclaimed, "This man is the divine 

power known as the Great Power."  They followed 

him because he had amazed them for a long time 

with his magic.  But when they believed Philip as he 

preached the good news of the kingdom of God and 

the name of Jesus Christ, they were baptized, both 

men and women.  Simon himself believed and was 

baptized. And he followed Philip everywhere,         

astonished by the great signs and miracles he saw.  

When the apostles in   Jerusalem heard that Samaria 

had accepted the word of God, they sent Peter and 

John to them.  When they arrived, they prayed for 

them that they might receive the Holy Spirit, because  

When you were born physically into the world 

the Holy Spirit was ____________ you 

John 14:15-17 "If you love me, you will obey what 

I command.
